   MOUNTING REQUIREMENTS 

Inside (IB) Mount
•	Minimum mounting depth:  

11/2" (Traditional) 
11/8" (Standard) 
21/4" (Large Cassette)

•	Minimum mounting depth, flush mount:  
21/4" (Traditional) 
15/8" (Standard) 
41/4" (Large Cassette)

Outside (OB) Mount
•	Minimum flat vertical surface:  

1" (Traditional) 
3/4" (Standard) 
4" (Large Cassette)

   measuring instructions
Round all measurements down to the nearest 1/8".
Inside (IB) Mount
a.	 �Measure the width inside the window  

opening at the top, middle and bottom;  
order the narrowest measurement.

b.	  �Measure the height inside the window  
opening at the left, center and right; order  
the shortest measurement. 

c.	  �Measure the diagonals. If the two diagonal 
dimensions are not exactly the same, it may 
be necessary to specify an outside mount for 
optimal light control and privacy.

Outside (OB) Mount
a.	 �Measure the desired width, allowing at least  

2" overlap on each side to minimize light gaps.
b.	  �Measure the desired height, allowing at least 

2" top and bottom overlap if possible.

   Ordering Checklist
•	Specify inside (IB) or outside (OB) mount.

•	Specify liner, if desired.
•	Specify 6", 12" or 24" valance length, if desired.
•	Specify 6" valance for Standard headrail,  

if desired.
•	Specify left- or right-side controls.
•	Specify sewn-in hem bar or metallic finish,  

if desired.
•	Specify color and opacity of optional liner for 

Standard Cordlock, if desired.
•	Two-On-One Headrail: specify left- or right-side 

controls for each shade.
•	Standard brackets can be used for inside and 

outside mounts.
•	Specify ceiling brackets for the Traditional 

headrail, if desired. 

   cleaning options

•	Dust with feather duster or low suction  
hand-held vacuum.

•	Use compressed air or hair dryer (cool setting) 
to blow dust off shades.

•	Spot-clean using a mild detergent solution; blot 
gently and do not rub.
